They might even be a
good way for us to look at our own church and how we practice the discipline of being disciples. Stop and take a few moments
to reflect upon just the few words presented here.

We might think of ourselves as hospitable, but are we RADICALLY so? Do people know our church to be WILDLY
welcoming?

Is there passion to our worship? One might suggest that it is important for the music to be good or the sermon to be
uplifting or edifying, but worship is more than these things. Worship is the work of the people. That is why it is called t he Lit-
ur gy . I't is the work of the people to Ilift up Godds name
our King and Savior?

Our attendance at Sunday School is usually less than half that of our attendance at church. Sunday School is only one
of the ways in which our church intentionally makes disciples. We have small groups for men and women as well. The youth
meet twice a week to learn how to follow Christ. Do you as a member of EUMC, as a member of the body of Christ, as a child
of God, take the time every day to learn about the Lord? Or, do you just let it happen when it happens?
