As a child I knew that not everything was right in the world.  Not every kid 

played with dolls; not every kid ate ice cream.  Not every kid was safe and 

got to see Disney movies.

However, 

nothing I did couldôve prepared me for the shock and realization I experi-

enced on a family trip to Egypt.  

 We were at the Khan El Khalili  Bazaar in Cairo and I was following be-

hind my family.  I saw a young child, that couldnôt have been older than 3, 

holding her mouth open.  Stopping in my tracks, I stared.  Looking at the 

other side of the small isle,  I saw a grown man holding a tiny crumb of food.  

As I kept watching, dumbstruck, a tourist dropped a small chunk of bread 

into the tiny childôs mouth.  The instant the morsel touched the little girlôs, 

the man dashed out, grabbed the food out of her mouth, and shoved it in his 

own.  I was in shock, I couldnôt decide whether to cry or go give the man a 

piece of my mind.  I was called by our tour guide, and it took every ounce of 

self -control I had to run past them to my family.  It was in that instant that I 

understood something had to be done.  

 My sister and I saw the abject poverty in third world countries and felt 

inspired to help people, especially children, to reach a higher standard of liv-

ing.  To achieve that end, we founded a charity, ñOvercoming Barriersò.  We 

would like to send school supplies, blankets and other hygiene necessities to 

children in third -world countries.  We are concentrating on Afghanistan be-

cause our father is working closely with the Afghan people .  We were asked 

for fifty backpacks, filled with hygienic and school supplies to be distributed 

to Afghan children  by military members from different countries.
